ACTIVITY PREPARATIONS AND MECHANICS 



The activity is a combination of trail bike, plant and trail run with twist of amazing and 
adventure race. To complete the route of the Mount Isarog Eco Endurance Challenge, 
challengers will start at Pilimania Park, CBD II, Triangulo, Naga City pass through the Ninoy 
and Cory Aquino Avenue to Panganiban Drive, crossing the inter-section of Rotonda, way to 
Basilica Church, to the rough scenic back roads of Matiway, San Felipe, Almeda – Cararayan 
Junction, Madrigal Subdivision, Almeda and Mercado properties, Avida subdivision Rotunda, 
Haciendas de Naga passing the Nursery Road – Carolina Junction going to main road of 
Carolina and Panicuason, Naga City and enter at the Naga View Adventist College Campus to 
finish the first 20 kms trail bike race. This will be part of the trail which will provide the 
participants an opportunity to appreciate the beauty of the upland area particularly the scenic 
view of Mt. Isarog Natural Park.
